	New Business

	Doug Brooks from the Red Bank Armory dispelled rumors that the Armory has been sold.

	Frank McGady stated that USA Hockey is pushing a new American Development Model (ADM).  The Atlantic District & USA Hockey are concerned about retention and player development especially in 4-8 year old players.  The Atlantic District’s numbers are lower the most.  The proposal would allow AAHA to oversee the Mites effective next season, leaving no divisions in NJYHL or DVHL.  The proposal includes that the Mites only play cross ice, play a maximum of 20 games, balance the practice/game ratio and reduce travel and cost.  For the first year only, Mites born in 2002 would be allowed to move up to the Squirt level. The Atlantic District would oversee the Mites which would be broken into 4 divisions and each league would “manage” a division.    This would include non-league and rink run programs.  Effective with the 2011/2012 season, the ADM will be implemented at the Squirt level. This could potentially do away with the Mites/Squirts Jamborees. Teams would be rostered as beginner, intermediate or advanced rather than A/B/C.   There is also a push in USA Hockey to do away with Peewee Nationals.  If this happens, the District will run Peewee level championships.  Presidents should attend the meeting and be prepared to ask all questions relative to the ADM.   Alex DePalma added that other states are using this ADM with a grant from the NHL in an attempt to improve players at the younger levels.  This would be in effect for Tiers 1 & 2.  Education and demonstration for players and parents is the key to player development.
